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Items to bring at the time of loan application

· Copy of purchase agreement and each addendum

· Lead paint form

· Copy of MLS sheet

· A personal check for appraisal and credit report fees (ask loan officer for amount)

· W-2 earnings forms for the last two years

· Current paycheck stubs for the last 30 days

· Driver’s license
· Addresses for the past two years

· Bank statements for the past 3 months (all pages, including blank ones)

· Verification of reserve liquid assets: savings and checking accounts, stocks, bonds, credit union deposits, money markets, 401Ks, etc.

· Information on outstanding loans: monthly payments, loan balance, lender (These items will typically be shown when the credit report is pulled by the loan officer)
· Homeowners insurance agent’s name, company, and phone number

· Social Security numbers of all buyers

· Addresses of residences for last two years

· Places of employment for last two years

· If self-employed, federal personal and company income tax returns for the past two years, all schedules, signed and dated

· If receiving Social Security retirement or disability income, the award letter

· If currently renting, landlord’s name, address, and phone number

· If currently owning a home, loan number of current mortgage loan, approximate date of final payment (bring copy of the most recent mortgage statement)

· If selling a current home, a copy of the net proceeds estimate prepared by the listing agent

· If paying on a contract for deed, cancelled checks for preceding 12 months

· If a veteran, Certificate of Eligibility or DD Form 214 (for VA loan only)

· If divorced, divorce decree

· Information about any bankruptcies in last two years, including discharge and list of creditors
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
